INJURY REPORT by DR. TANDY FREEMAN 
 
INJURED RIDERS: 
 
Brendon Clark (Morpeth, AUS) returned from knee injury only to teat a ligament in his riding hand at a 
Challenger event in Oregon.  He will be out of competition for three to five weeks. 
 
Adriano Moraes (Cachoeira Paulista, SP, Brazil) has a pulled groin muscle.  He is out of competition for an 
undisclosed amount of time. 
 
Scott Schiffner (Strathmore, AB, Canada) sustained a concussion when his bull hit him with his head and 
threw him to the ground.  He is expected to return to competition in Oakland, Calif. 
 
Brian Canter (Randleman, N.C.) underwent surgery on August 4 where doctors reset a broken jaw, inserted 
a plate, and wired his jaw shut for what is expected to be a six to eight week period.   
 
Travis Briscoe (Edgewood, N.M.) broke his fibula, the small bone located in the lower leg, just below the 
knee, when he was competing in an amateur saddle bronc competition.  He is wearing a walking cast and 
letting it heal on his own.  He is expected to be out of competition for four to six weeks. 
 
Jared Farley (Kempsey, AUS) dislocated his shoulder at the beginning of August.  He will be out of 
competition for an undisclosed amount of time. 
 
Chris Shivers (Jonesville, La.) underwent surgery for symptoms related to a herniated disc in his neck. Dr. 
Drew Dossett performed the procedure to remove the damaged disc and fuse the 5th and 6th cervical 
vertebrae with a bone graft, a plate, and screws. Chris will be out for at least 3 months and his participation 
in the PBR Finals in November is questionable.
